Raisin Group Project

Your group will “teach” and then perform from one scene of A Raisin in the Sun.  Your presentation will include a plot summary of your scene and how it fits in with the play as a whole, a rationale for your performance choice (the part you will be acting out), the important/relevant thematic development (issues) of your scene, and an explanation of the character development taking place within your scene. Then, you will perform a 10-12 minute segment.  Complete memorization is not required, but NO BOOKS are allowed on stage (cards or a small script is allowed).

There are both individual and group components making up the score for presentations.  Each member will be graded individually on his or her performance.

All group members should work together to write the Summary, rationale, and thematic and character development portions, as they are part of the group grade.  Every member of the group must speak in front of the class.
